	Activity Description:

                         Working in pairs (or 3s), students create a safe “traveling” space capsule for an egg (“egg-stronaut”).   Selecting from several types of insulating materials, the partners design and construct a container that will allow their egg-stronaut to “survive reentry”  unharmed (shell and egg unbroken) when dropped from a high point.

	During post-activity wrap-up, students explain what happened to their eggstronaut during “reentry” and identify what they would have done differently to achieve a better outcome (if anything).

	Presented with activity instructions and working in teams, students decide the best course of action to design and build their eggstronaut capsules.

	As CLC staff members and teachers observe the students designing and building their capsules, students are questioned and explain their design decisions.

	Working in teams, students explain to each other their understanding of the eggstronaut tasking and express solution ideas.

	They use the capsule box and a variety of materials to make a cushioning system to all safe “reentry” for the eggstronaut.
